Today we depart the US for our flight to Vienna, Austria.
           
DAY 02 - ARRIVAL VIENNA AUSTRIA
Upon arrival at the airport we will be met by our tour 
manager and luxury motor coach. We transfer to the beautiful 
imperial city of Vienna. Vienna is an architectural and artistic 
masterpiece known as the city 
of music. Famous composers 
were drawn to Vienna including 
Ludwig Van Beethoven, and 
Mozart. Many of the most  
famous musicians are buried 
in Vienna - Mozart in a common 
grave in St Mark’s Cemetery 
(1791),  while Beethoven, 
Brahms,  Gluck,  Schubert , 
Johann and Josef Strauss all 
lie in ‘musician’s square’ in the 
Zentralfriedhof. This afternoon 
we take in old Vienna with its 
charming squares threaded by 
lovely narrow streets lined with 
charming houses. We will visit 
the magnificent St Stephen’s Cathedral – the ‘Dom’ which 
has its origins in the 12th century. We will have dinner and 
overnight at our hotel in Vienna. (D)
           
DAY 03 - VIENNA
This morning we enjoy an orientation tour of this great 
city featuring the famous ‘‘Ringstrasse’ lined with gracious 
buildings such as the Hofburg, parliament, the national 

theatre, the Opera 
H o u s e  a n d  c i t y 
hall .  We also see 
The Prater with its 
giant Ferris wheel, 
and the magnificent 
Belvedere Palace 
and gardens.  We 
have a guided tour 
o f  t h e  b e a u t i f u l 
Schonbrunn Palace, 
summer court to 

Queen Maria Theresia in the early 18th century. This 
afternoon is at leisure to enjoy great shopping, world-class art 
galleries or just strolling and enjoying the unique ambience 
of this beautiful city with a stop at one of the famous coffee 
houses for delicious cakes and fine coffee.  This evening enjoy

DAY 04 – VIENNA / MELK / SALZKAMMERGUT
Leave Vienna bound westwards and enjoy a memorable scenic 
journey today. We take a boat ride along the river Danube from 
Krems to Melk and stop to visit the exquisite Abbey church 

of Melk. We continue into the 
Salzkammergut - a region of 
aesthetic perfection – pristine 
crystal clear lakes fringed with 
vast mountains and endless 
green meadows. We will visit 
Hallstatt, an incredible picture 
postcard village perched on 
the edge of a lake surrounded 
by craggy mountains. Continue 
to our hotel for overnight and 
dinner.

DAY 05 – SALZKAMMERGUT 
/ SALZBURG
This morning we make our 
way to some delightful villages

The Sound of Music. We visit lovely St Wolfgang set on 
Lake Wolfgangsee.

Continue to 
Mondsee – an utterly delightful village whose Abbey church 
was used for the wedding scene in the film The Sound of 
Music.

DAY 09 - OBERAMMERGAU – THE 2010 PASSION PLAY

Air Transportation: ARC/IATAN jet economy class, round trip from 
gateway city applicable on all IATAN and ARC carriers, based on the non-
refundable fare. Tickets must be fully paid for and issued no later than 60 
days prior to departure. If you cancel or change your reservation for any 
reason after purchase of ticket, a cancellation fee of 100% of the ticket 
price will be charged by the airline. Fuel Surcharges: The current fuel 
surcharges are included in your brochure price.  We will review the air costs 
approximately 65 days before departure and notify you of any changes in 
air fuel surcharges or taxes.  

Deviations: We will be happy to assist with deviations from the brochure 
itinerary that you may require. All deviation requests must be in writing 
and will incur an additional service fee.

Land Transportation and Transfers: By private deluxe motor coach.

Accommodations: Tour prices are per person, based on two persons 
sharing double or twin-bedded rooms with private bathroom with tub 
or shower. Single rooms subject to availability and an additional cost of 
$1,700.00 (tour participants without a roommate will have to pay the single 
room surcharge). Hotels used are First and Superior First Class category.

Meals: Breakfast and Dinner daily, one lunch. Coffee or tea included with 
breakfast only; all other beverages are extra.

Baggage: Subject to change, current free baggage allowance by the airlines 
is as follows: A maximum of one bag per person with a combined length, 
width and height of 106 inches for economy class, provided no bag exceeds 
62 inches; plus “underseat” baggage, with total dimensions of 40 inches. 
Beyond the first overseas stopover point, as well as from some points of 
return to the U.S.A., a free weight allowance of 40 lbs. (economy class)  
applies. Excess baggage will be charged at the established rates. Due to 
limited motor coach capacity we urge our tour members to carry only 
one bag per person.  Porterage for one checked bag is included in the tour 
price. Excess baggage charges from the airlines and motor coaches are the 
passenger’s responsibility and will be collected at time of handling. Final 
baggage allowance guidelines will be included in your final documents.

Service Charges and Taxes: Those normally levied by hotels and restau-
rants, all departure taxes and tipping are included.

Not Included: Passport costs, and health documentation costs (when 
required); food and beverages (including coffee and tea) not usually in-
cluded with regular table d’hote meals; optional sightseeing tours and 
excursions; accident, baggage and trip cancellation insurance; transporting

A copy of your 
passport is required for ticketing.
